Performance Horses – Sr. Ages 6 & Over 
Youth & Amateur – Exhibitor’s age as of 
 January 1. 2008 
2. Copy of APHA, AJPHA, Youth Nov, Nov. 
Amateur, Amateur Card and Registration 
Papers MUST be given to show office for 
show file at first NPHC show.  Otherwise, 
original or photocopies of above mentioned 
and Registration Papers MUST be shown 
at time of making entries.  No exceptions. 
3. Shavings must be used at all facilities. 
4. No horses allowed in trailer park areas & 
dogs MUST be on a leash. 
5. Any classes scratched must be 
reported to show office and Scratch Form 
completed (1) class prior to class being 
scratched.

$70.00:  Adult Exhibitor &/or multiple riders 
$60.00:  One (1) Horse / One (1)  Adult 
Exhibitor/ One (1) Class 
$50.00:   Solid Paint Bred BS Exhibitor  
$50.00:  *Youth Exhibitor 
$40.00:   *Youth Walk Trot Exhibitor:  
 *Same youth must be only exhibitor of 
horse, with exception of Leadline. (If Youth 
Horse shown in Open Nov, Am. by any 
other exhibitor, then $70.00 fee applies.) 
$25.00:  Leadline, unless horse is exhibited 
by another exhibitor and paid under that 
fee, then only pay Leadline fee of $3.00 Per
